Inserting the Battery (C)

Before setting up your WiFi Video Doorbell, you will need to install the battery (C). The battery is
located in the packaging underneath the Wireless Indoor Chime (G)

1. Open the back panel on the WiFi Video Doorbell
2. Insert the battery with the pointed tip (+) of the battery faced down.

3. The WiFiVideo Doorbell will now begin to power up and enter pairing mode. You can

now continue the wiring setup process. You do not need to pair it to your app
immediately. Once it is fully set up, you can hold-press the reset button on the back
of the WiFi Video Doorbell to enter it back into pairing mode

Reset Button
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Included battery may not contain sufficient charge to operate the doorbell prior to
installation. Once installed, battery needs to fully charge before using doorbell (approx.2hours)

Regardless of which method you choose to install your WiFi Video Doorbell, this rechargeable
battery will maintain it’s charge after it has been completely installed.

The WIFI Video Doorbell requires connection to a power source.

How to install your WiFi Video Doorbell to an existing hard wired doorbell system

Ifyou don't have an existing hard wired doorbell system, please use provided power connector (1)
and AC adapter (B) to power your doorbell, see page 8 for details.

1. Turn off the power from the fuse box that powers your existing doorbell
2.Take off your old doorbell, there should be two wires connected to it
3. Pull the two wires coming from your wall through the square hole
on the bottom of the mounting back-plate (A)
4,Screw the back-plate (A) onto the wall using the provided anchors and screws (H)
5.Take the provided cable with exposed wires (E) and plug in the connector side
to the back of the WiFi Video Doorbell (Pre-connected)

6. Using the provided dlips (F), press down on one end and insert the wires
that are coming from the WiFi Video Doorbell to one side of the clip (as shown below)

7. Connect the wires coming from your door to the opposite side of the clip;
the colors DO NOT have to correspond
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8. Turn the power on at your fuse box that powers your existing doorbell;
your WiFi Video Doorbell will now power up

9. When you lightly press the WiFi Video Doorbell it will ring the chime inside your
home (as well as the Indoor Wireless Chime; after it has been installed, see page 11)
and when you hard press the WiFi Video Doorbell button, it will ring the WiFi Video
Doorbell itself as well as the other chime(s)

3. Insert 3 AAA batteries (not included) into the Indoor Wireless Chime (G)
and hold it close to your WiFi Video Doorbell

4, Press the volume button on the Indoor Wireless Chime and the ring button on the WiFi
